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MY REFUGE AND MY FORTRESS

There are stressful times in life. Fi-
nancial demands soar at times when
necessities breakdown, job security
may fail or a myriad of other mishaps
occur that bombard one’s soul.

Remembering pre-Christian cop-
ing, there was worry, sleepless nights,
escalating fears of more that could go
wrong than was wrong, and use of
destructive habits.

She cried out
to Elisha, without disclosing what was
wrong with the boy. Elisha sent his ser-
vant ahead of him. Only when Elisha
arrived and prayed fervently was the
boy fully raised and recovered.”

Did the Shunammite woman
learn about declaring words of faith
from Elisha? The events in Elisha’s
life are filled with wonderful works of
God. These are written to encourage us
to believe that with God all things are
possible.

gathered at the south end
of Main Street, where
many businesses had
decorated their store-
fronts in red and white
for a contest, to watch
the inaugural Canada
Day parade.
